Send a videotape or DVD of you performing a solo with or without accompaniment, either singing or playing your instrument in a clear and audible manner. 

C. Dance – (Tap, Jazz, Ballet, Modern, Lyrical)

Send a videotape or DVD of you performing a dance solo with accompaniment.
D. Theater/Drama
Send a videotape or DVD of you performing two contrasting monologues or interpretive speeches.
E. Miscellaneous Art Forms 

Anything else that the student feels may fit into the areas mentioned above but is not listed.  You may submit your example by sending photographs, a videotape, DVD, or CD.

Clearly label your work and its contents with your name, address, and phone number on each piece. 

All scholarship applications are to be submitted by April 30, 2010 to be considered for the 2010-2011 school year.  All applicants will receive a letter stating whether or not they have been chosen to receive an award.
